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Former MOD homes
on the market for rent

FORMER Ministry of Defence
homes have hit the market for
renters as research reveals a
sharp decline the number of
homes available to rent.

Research from Rightmove has
revealed a nationwide disparity
between properties available to
rent - down by 26 per cent from
last year - and demand from
renters, which has risen by six
per cent since 2021.

In a bid to create new homes to
rent between Thirsk and Ripon,
Annington has released its new-
est collection of two-bedroom
terraced homes to rent this
month.

“Tenants are drawn to the se-
cure location and fair monthly
prices, which could open the
market to younger tenants rent-
ing for the first time, or young

families hoping to stay in the
area.”
